Everyone Goes to Heaven (Guiding Philosophy)

The Soul with a capital “S” is the power of God to individualize.  When each of us was created, or when each of our Souls were created, God individualized himself in a unique way each time a Soul was brought into existence.  We are different ages if you want to think about our “birth” in terms of time.  It may be that Souls were made at different points in the universal chronology.  We are, however, all the same age in that our nature as an individualization of God has always been and will always be existent. Imagine that God took a little ice-cream scoop and scooped a piece of himself out of the whole each time a Soul was formed.  This would be a manner of imagining how we came to be, yet have always been.

The Soul (big “S”) is synonymous with Spirit (or Monad).  This is very often confused with the soul, (small “s”), that means the combination of the subconscious and conscious minds created by the Soul.  To avoid this confusion in myself as much as anyone reading, I am going to call the Soul the Spirit, and use the soul to denote the evolving, eternal body that contains the subconscious and conscious minds including our personalities and the perfect record of every experience we have had since we came to be.

Reincarnation is clinical reality as well as a universal truth, albeit different perceptions of its nature exist and are dependent upon the perceiver (see the “From Higher Sources” section in this website).  Eighty percent of the world’s peoples include the traditional idea of reincarnation as a part of their accepted religion.  “According to a USA Today/CNN/Gallop Poll, conducted on December 18, 1994, belief in reincarnation is increasing in the United States, a country that lags behind most of the rest of the world in this belief.  Twenty-seven percent of adults in the Unites States believe in reincarnation, up from 21 percent in 1990” (Brian Weiss M.D., Only Love is Real, Warner Books, 1996).  For those of traditional Christian background for whom this may be difficult, one may more easily accept the idea that all incarnations are simultaneous.  This is true, as in the realm in which the soul exists, time, as we understand it, does not exist.  Therefore reincarnation in the common understanding of the term can be true or not true and either way would be correct. 

Usually in therapy, when forgotten traumas are remembered with their accompanying emotions, a process called catharsis, patients begin to improve.  Empirical evidence does not support the idea that imagination or fantasy can cure deeply imbedded, chronic symptoms, but Cathartic memories can.  This is what we do in regression.  We allow the soul to re-experience a difficult memory and allow the process of catharsis to heal the wound.  Furthermore, remembering something at any point within one’s existence heals that trauma or similar traumas across all the individual’s experiences because for the soul, all experiences are simultaneous.  

For simplicity’s sake, let us imagine all the individual Spirits were scooped from our Father at the same time.  In the beginning, they all lived in the fullness of the spirit.  They were complete little beings.  They knew no separation from God. This is our original state, the Alpha, the Monad.  We will return to this state, as the Omega the complete again Monad (or the bride and bridegroom reunited in the bridal chamber in the Bible).  The Alpha and Omega are not the same, however.  

As unique individualizations of God, we all have an aspect of God that no other Spirit has.  We all have a very specific and purposeful part to play in God’s creation.  We may or may not know in this life what that purpose is if indeed it is a singular purpose.  More likely, every act of goodness, unconditional love, kindness, in other words any act that reflects our nature as God, is creation in itself.  We create the Universe all the time by what we add to it each moment.  The overall picture of what our part is, is most likely far to great to be able to understand in the state of mind that we occupy in an Earthly condition. 

When we as Alphas were all in our original state, we took it upon ourselves to separate from the state of complete unity with the Father so that we might experience the Universe as we create it.  We are not able to live an Earth life in our complete spiritual state.  We do not feel the physical or emotional pain in a Spiritual state that is true, but we also do not experience the elation of the first kiss, the birth of the first child, and all the other beauties unique to a material existence. We always knew that we were destined to leave that state of being and go out into the world to create the Universe, filling it with our uniqueness.  We did not fall from Grace.  It was our choice as well as God’s great gift.  In essence, we are why the universe exists, we and all the other beings that are expressing our nature as individualizations of God and creating it as it unfolds.  Nor are we able to exist for extended periods in our purely spiritual state, because it is necessary for us to live spiritually in our physical incarnations in order to make the complete connection between soul and spirit thus enabling us to fully understand ourselves at higher vibrations. Therefore we must experience life, as many times as is necessary to meet all earthly, human conditions with the consciousness of a higher love for humanity and union vs. the individuality and separation among our brothers and sisters we commonly believe to the human reality.  

Through the course of creation and our natural course as immature souls so to speak, we make mistakes.   Everything is not as horribly tragic as it is often seen.  We did not commit original sin and fall from Grace and we are not in a constant process of healing because we are broken.  These are effective methods of creating the overall scene by which man separated from himself and God, however, that was done in love as well as anything else.  Nothing is tragic.  We are immortal. We never die.  Death is merely a transition through which our consciousness continues, and it does not even have to include pain.  In fact we can do it as we choose when we understand how and live in such a way as to gain the power to do so (explanation later).  Pain exists only to balance the karmic cycles and is not a necessary part of life, although it is a very effective tool for guiding us when we think and act in discord with divine law.  We always have and always will exist.  Everything is as it should be, always.  The process of coming back and living different lives allows us to mature and create as we go.  It allows us to experience everything.  You have been a white person, a black person, a person of Asian heritage, a man and a woman and probably every other variation within the human race.  You have probably been in battle and killed someone.  You have probably been Christian, Jewish, Muslim, Hindu, Buddhist and anything in between.  All of these things, being part of the human experience, will most likely appear in your experience as your path of creation unfolds.  Judging anyone for anything is judging yourself because you have most likely had a similar experience at some point in your existence (This does not always pertain to the actions and intentions we are all too familiar with that most would consider evil.  Those are mainly driven by foreign energies that I address in “Personal Experiences with Clearing and Contemplation” and in the “Treatment Perspective” page). Therefore, issues of race, gender and religion are completely irrelevant.  It is true that whatever you hold another person in judgment for will eventually become a part of your own experience if you do not learn to forgive.  If a Christian leaves the world hating Muslims and holding them in judgment, he is on a direct course to return as a Muslim so he learns to accept.  This can always be avoided by accepting in this life.

The ancient religion of India -based on Vedas which are holy scriptures- which was the forerunner of modern Hinduism and Buddhism- holds that the material world in which we currently live, including all the vast array of stars we can barely even see in the night sky, the sun, moon and all the galaxies we catch glimpses of through powerful telescopes, are only about one quarter of creation.  In this material segment there are millions and billions of universes with trillions of planets and suns, stars and moons.  But this whole material creation is only a fragment of the total creation.  Most of the creation is in the Spiritual Sky, which is our true home, Heaven, to which we all will return.  In our natural spiritual state, our non-material state, we go where we wish merely by thought.  Imagine the possibilities.  

The Vedas also taught a highly developed philosophy of the spirit world and its relation to living people. “Indian scholars perceived humans as having at least seven different “bodies” or “vehicles,” only the lowest of which is physical.  The rest are nonphysical and invisible to ordinary human sight.  These bodies correspond to different planes or levels of reality, and each is finer, vibrating at a higher frequency, than the ones below it. The body nearest to the physical is known as the etheric, and is the densest, in terms of vibrations, of the invisible bodies.  On occasion, it can be seen by those with psychic sight, clairvoyants (One of my fellows is equipped with this perception).  It is shaped exactly like the physical body, and actually is a duplicate of it.  Interpenetrating with the physical body, it controls its health and extend a few inches beyond it” (Edith Fiore, 1987).  

The next highest vehicle is the astral or emotional body, which interpenetrates both the physical and etheric bodies, extending several inches beyond them, forming an oval of colored lights.  Since it controls the emotional aspects of human beings, it is perceived as constantly changing, resonating to the emotions of the person.  Our current technology allows us to see this body through specialized cameras.  This body is commonly called the “aura.”  

Other teachings describe the mental body whose vibration is even finer than the astral.  It also interpenetrates the others, and contributes to the expanded aura.  An even more refined vehicle is the spiritual body.  Residing outside of the individual on the spiritual plane, it is nonetheless part of our being.  Esoteric teachings discuss still higher bodies such as the causal, a very fast-vibrating spiritual vehicle.

The Vedic theory, is that there is an entire world, the astral plane, that exists between the physical and highest spiritual worlds.  It is not a place, but rather an incalculable number of planes, subplanes, and divisions of subplanes, which rise in a gradually ascending scale, as a result of increasing frequency of vibratory rate.  

The lower astral plane is the world of earthbound spirits and other negative energies.  In the higher planes of the astral world reside the spiritually evolved entities that are known as guides, masters or teachers.  

It is believed that living human beings often “travel” in their astral bodies to the astral plane during sleep, in certain trance states, and deliberately by willing a part of themselves to leave the physical body.  The latter is referred to as “astral projection” or “out of body experience.”  

The Vedas describe death as the easing off of the physical body.  The individual continues, journeying into higher planes of existence, bringing along memories.  After a stay in the astral world, the soul continues to rise to the mental plane, again leaving behind a body, the astral shell.  Later, the individual goes to a still higher level, awaiting rebirth in a physical body. (the preceding 6 paragraphs were paraphrased from Edith Fiore, The Unquiet Dead, pp. 15-17)


This recycling of the true essence of a person from one physical body to another and the doctrine of Karma, or cause and effect, or reaping what you sow, are essential for spiritual evolution. 

The karmic cycles and the Universal Law of Cause and Effect are divine laws meant to guide us through the veils of the existences we choose.  They are not meant to punish, but rather to guide. The real beauty is in the experience.  Each and every day we live is a blessing beyond measure.  Each day we fulfill our destiny as creators of the Universe and as individualizations of God while traveling homeward.  There is no hurry.  We are eternal.  We are immortal.  We are actually the material incarnation of the beings we create fantasies about in movies and fairytales. If we die we come back.  If we do it wrong, we suffer the consequences and eventually learn to do it right.  There is no way around it.  We will all do it perfectly eventually.  It is impossible not to, as there exists too much help in the form of non-physical teachers, angels and guides whose purpose it is to see to it that whenever we ask, all the heavens above us go into action to make the things necessary for our spiritual evolution to happen.  We will most likely not do it perfectly in this Earth plane because that is not why it was created.  This plane is for learning and loving the physical life for the right reasons.  

When we transition from this material existence to the next, our consciousness continues and simultaneously expands.  As it expands, the veil is lifted and we have access to a more complete knowledge of who and what we really are.  We open up to a much deeper understanding of our own spiritual being.  It is only when we again choose an Earth life, or some other material existence, that the veil again blocks our access to knowledge of our true essence and experience.  We choose an Earth life to simultaneously create and express ourselves as individualizations of God and to heal particular parts of our souls that can only be healed during a material incarnation.  We forget when we come to the material life, because it is up to us to open our personalities up to the energy of spirit and in doing so, we are guided to what is specifically intended for us in the incarnation.  This will always, always, be something magical and wonderful and of far greater value than we could have ever imagined for ourselves.  

The more spiritually evolved we become in each Earth life, the easier it is for us to lift up the veil between us and the other side during a material existence.  For some, knowledge of our true existence will be almost immediately accessible in the Earth incarnation with only minimal effort to realign with our Spirit energy.  For others, it will come with great difficulty.  This is all dependent upon how much we have aligned our personalities with our Spirit or Soul energy during past incarnations.  When our soul or personality and our Spirit again become completely aligned, we pass beyond the human experience and on to the experience of those after whom religions have been founded among humans on Earth, those we call the Masters (this sentence is a paraphrase from Gary Zukav, Seat of the Soul). It is possible, however, for anyone to wake up to aspects Spirit knowledge at anytime.  The amount of work and concentration necessary to awaken varies and is unique to each individual.

There is another dimension for the ultimate attainment that we will achieve when we have created what we are destined to create and made and corrected all of our mistakes in the human cycle.  Then we return home as the Omega, the finished product of this realm.  After that we move on in the path of the Christ and the other ascended Masters to forms of existence that go beyond even the highest levels of the human experience to the realms upon realms we would consider God or Heaven.  And life always continues.  The trillions of stars and planets exist in the universe all become our playground.  Everything that the most imaginative child or adult could create in the most beautiful fantasies are possible.  We can fly.  We can travel to distant worlds by mere thought.  We can create supernovas, stars, and comets, whatever we wish with the blink of our non-physical eyes.  Nothing is tragic.  Everything is unfathomably, inexpressibly beautiful, and it is all yours.  When all of you, and it is only a question of when, not if, begin to get glimpses of the beauty and intricacy of the more evolved planes of existence, no words will be able to describe how amazed you will be.  One little glimmer of knowledge lets you in on just how small the conscious minds we occupy in the physical existence really are.  The smartest people who ever walked the Earth only had access to a fraction of their true intelligence, and this is true of everyone.  In the comparisons among personalities, some people are smarter, richer, more beautiful, etc.  But in the spiritual sense, or vertically as I like to say, there can be no comparison because everyone is the same essence of God in one sense and a completely unique individualization of Him in another.  We are all completely unique, completely equal, and completely divine.  We all possess the same Universal knowledge of Him who created everything and a part of us is in communion with Him at all times.  The amount of mental and psychic resources to which you currently have access is a combination of what you’ve earned and what you need.

Each time we come back we create.  During our vertical evolution, sin, sickness and death eventually become nothing more than memories of the past that no longer affect us and disappear behind us like wake behind a boat. In my own experience in this one little lifetime I have seen myself come into a blessed existence, suffer by my own hand and that of no one else, recover, and flower through the Grace of God.  I have engaged in harmful thoughts and actions and I have paid the price.  I still engage in stupid behavior to a far lesser extent than before because I am human and that is the human experience.  We must constantly seek God with our vision ever heavenward.  We are hard-wired to always seek our home.  The constant feeling of discontent and restlessness that is prevalent in so many will continue until we begin to discover God and our spiritual nature.  Sometimes I don’t know exactly how to proceed and I make painful mistakes.  This is the human experience, although the more clearly we see, the easier it becomes to avoid making mistakes that cause pain.  If I have trouble forgiving something, I am aware of necessity of doing so as my spiritual progress is halted until that happens. Slowly, painful thoughts of justice, anger, envy, sadness, shame and blame leave our daily consciousness and begin to feel quite unwelcome.  Happiness and peace become the norm.  This is progress.

All of the invisible bodies, aforementioned are, in my estimation, together the seat of the soul.  The physical body is obvious to us, but the origin of all conditions of the physical body is in the soul.  My operational definition of the soul is the combination of the subconscious and conscious minds as we commonly refer to them including our emotions and memories of all lifetimes as well as our Super-Conscious or High Self.  The High Self is often considered synonymous with our guardian angel.  Each person who chooses to incarnate is given an embodied (in the spiritual sense) thought from God or Angel to watch and protect him or her and hold the pattern of the highest possible attainment in its incarnation.  The High Self is frequently willing to communicate directly with the client and therapist during therapy.  It is a remarkable and holy experience to be in the presence of one’s or someone else’s High Self.  It often sends shock waves of warm, glorious energy through those present.  The soul is where the therapy takes place. Although we cannot really see where the work takes place, we can and do directly interact with each of the elements that make up our souls and they are each very distinct in their presence and characteristics.  

We can also see and detect the flow of life force through the body.  We measure its health in clinical practice by measuring the strength of the root mean squared (RMS) energy field around the body.  The strength of this field is an indication of the amount of life force energy, or chi, the body has flowing through it (see “Chi Energy and Feeling Good” in the Discussions section for a deeper explanation). The more blocked this field is, the greater the indication of negative forcing functions in the subconscious mind and the higher the likelihood of various disease states becoming manifest in the body.  As we remove these negative forcing functions, the life force energy bursts forth and flows steady and strong in the body as indicated by great increases in the RMS energy field.  When the energy field again becomes strong, the body begins to heal and former diseases states are eliminated.

The subconscious, we know through clinical experience, acts like an analog parallel processing supercomputer that never forgets a single feeling or image throughout our existence.  It can process unlimited things at once and its power is vast.  It does not recognize rational thoughts; rather feelings or emotions and images are its language.  The subconscious is also permanently connected to the race mind, which is an enormous energy system that contains all the thoughts, feelings, emotions and images of all humans throughout all time.  Its power is for our purposes, unlimited. It is not the same power as the power of the Spirit, but it is the same power as the power of the subconscious.  

The subconscious controls all aspects of the physical body throughout our lives.  All sickness and illness both mental and physical is merely a blockage or malfunction of the subconscious and can be fixed.  The most common way to fix it is through prayer.  Prayer works by our conscious minds reprogramming our subconscious minds to do something different. The subconscious will always find a way to bring something about. We can also reprogram it through hypnotherapy, but it must be done carefully and with proper spiritual awareness.

The conscious mind is the rational part of us.  It is able to think, reason, construct, define, plot, plan and all the other aspects of analytical thinking.  In contrast to the subconscious, it is a linear processing digital computer.  It can process only one function at a time but it is the translator and rationalizer for the subconscious. 

The High Self governs the conscious and subconscious minds with the goal of infusing us with spiritual energy to guide us.  It will let us make mistakes so that we learn. It is also the little voice or feeling we call intuition.  It does let us know when we are making mistakes, however, if we listen to it.  One way among very many that it makes us aware that we are making mistakes is by that sinking feeling in our stomachs that we commonly get.  On the opposite end, we get warm happy feelings if we come into something that is particularly good for us.  A good example of this is how we feel in the first stages of a new love.  Most believe that this feeling must necessarily decrease over time, but that is not true.  The feelings we get during that period are very spiritual in nature and can and will continue if we only get ‘need’ out of the picture (see Deepak Chopra’s Return to Love).  If we are spiritually aware or multidimensional, we hear our intuitive voice clearly.  It’s strength and influence grows as we grow into the fullness of our true selves (see “Waking up to a Conscious Contact with God” in the Discussion section). The Higher Self is the perfect model of what we are to become in this incarnation.  If we do that, we ascend, translate, de-chemicalize or dematerialize, as did some biblical figures and some of the more mysterious societies of the Earth  (I think.  This is my pet theory).  

The Higher Self is always in direct communion with our true self or spirit, which is always in direct communion with God.  It is also in communion with the Higher Selves of everyone else on Earth as well as all Light beings on other planes simultaneously.  Therefore we are all truly transcendental and interconnected.  Anything that you as an individual accomplish through force of love or the Spirit increases the vibration of the whole Human and Cosmic energy system not to mention your own Karma. Thus, whenever you overcome anything through prayer or selfless acts, you benefit every being in creation.  

This is also how we receive guidance from other beings.  We all have many angels, spirit guides, and non-physical teachers or masters with whom we share the invisible realms of existence. All thoughts originating here in this realm are living things in the spiritual realm.  Quantum Physics as well as psychology and religion commonly hold that everything originates in our thinking. Our thoughts are the same creative energy as the energy that created everything, the thoughts of God.  They are how we communicate with higher beings as well as lower ones, so be careful with how you think.  Nothing ever goes unheard or unnoticed.  Anytime you ask for help from God, all manner of Light beings meant to serve as your guides gather and go forth to bring you the help you need, but you must ask.  This is where free will comes in.  The amount of help depends on the enormity of the task.  Some souls have chosen to take on great tasks; some choose to rest a bit in this life.  Some have lost most of the power of choice and are left few options but to return and face the consequences of past actions. This same law that governs positive thinking is also unfortunately true when you think negatively.  The sooner you can begin to understand how to control your thinking and monitor your thoughts and thought streams, the better, happier and freer you will be in life (see “The Divine Law of Thought” in the Discussions section.  Also, The Sermon on the Mount by Emmet Fox is one of the best books ever written on this concept.  Bill Wilson, the co-founder of AA, which is a spiritual movement of incredible energy, was a student of Emmet Fox.  The spiritual foundation of AA is based largely on his teaching).

The subconscious is directly linked to the High Self.  It is possible to speak directly to our subconscious and our High Selves through hypnosis, and with careful and properly guided exploration and reprogramming, discover and remedy, in my estimation, anything that may torment us; given we address is soon enough before the body is too far deteriorated. And even this may be remedied if it is in accordance with the plan one’s Higher Self allows.  Sometimes, however, illnesses and conditions are a necessary part of our Karmic path and must be accepted as such.  The High Self is usually willing to provide this information.  This is the basis of my therapeutic process and that of the Chase Foundation.
